KATEKHISMOS – Echoing the Faith –

The Commandments

You shall not take the name of the LORD your God in vain: for the LORD will not hold him guiltless who takes his name in vain. 

God’s name is holy. His name is worthy of profound respect and love. It is in the name of God the Father, Son and Holy Spirit that we are born again in baptism. The name of the Lord is a source of blessing and a terror to demons. Since the name of the Lord is all-holy, we must avoid using His name in any what that is disrespectful. Using God’s name as a curse or in conjunction with profanity is blasphemy. Taking oaths calling God as witness although we are lying is also blasphemy.  “The LORD will not hold him guiltless who takes his name in vain.”  Instead, we should praise and bless His name: “Hallowed be Thy Name!” “Blessed be the name of the Lord, now and forever!”

SHARING OF TIME & TALENTS: Volunteers

Stewardship is more than sharing one’s treasure, i.e., monetary contributions. Although financial resources are necessary to support a parish church, our Christian community at St. Basil’s also needs individuals to share their time and talents. Volunteers help in various ways to enhance the life of the church. Besides the ministries of the priest and deacon, lay-people fulfill important roles in the Liturgy: as readers, cantors, acolytes (altar servers), ushers, holy breads bakers, sacristans, bell ringers, etc. 

Outside of Liturgy, volunteers also help in various other church ministries and works of service: catechists (religion teachers), service to those in need, visitation of the sick, etc. The term volunteer is derived from the Latin word “voluntas”, meaning, “will”. A volunteer, of his or her own free will, serves others.

How great it would be if all members of the parish, young and old, each in his or her own way, would volunteer for at least a few events on an annual, monthly or weekly basis.
